= Name(s) of partnering organization(s) if any

= Photographs of identification materials used to show it was a Club project

= Club Tracking Form that contains names and times of each club member volunteering*

= Only one project can be submitted (if club does more than one project, pick only one to submit for
NFRW recognition)

*An Individual Club Member Tracking Form is provided to share with each member of the club. This must
be completed by the club member and submitted to the Club President to assist in completing the Club
Tracking Worksheet.

Scoring

The projects will be scored on a scale of 1-10 (1=lowest; 10=highest) by the State President and/or State Caring
for America Chair in the following categories.
