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 Forsyth County Library Bond

    A bond referendum for forty million dollars for the Forsyth County Public Library system will be on the 

ballot this fall, allowing voters to decide whether or not to build three new libraries and make improvements 

to four others. 

    This bond has been years in the making, with the Central Library and the two branches to be replaced- 

Clemmons and Kernersville- having been on the County's Capital Improvements Projects List for many 

years.  The library used a grant from the federal government to fund a research study to determine the best 

course of action for the Central Library.   That study, completed in 2008, showed that a new library, to be 

built in the downtown area, was needed to meet the needs of Forsyth County citizens.  In addition to this 

study, the Library's strategic plan from 2000 lists replacement of all three facilities as goals for the next ten 

years, because even ten years ago they were not meeting the needs of the communities they serve. 

    There has been much discussion about the timing of the bond, because of the current poor economic      

climate.   The actual cost to a citizen owning a $150,000 home will be approximately $11.85.  This is less than 

half of the cost of a hardback book.   And, while it is true that it is a difficult time for many people, the need 

for libraries is even greater than ever.  While continuing to circulate approximately 2 million items every 

year, our library has also been exploding with the demands of technology and all of the many new ways to 

provide service online to people of all ages. 

  Computer training, downloadable audio and e books, computer use within the facilities and providing data-

bases for study and research are changing everyday, and providing new demands on our staff and facilities. 

The Central Library, for example, with buildings from 1952 and 1980, lacks the infrastructure to support  

additional technology or even additional electricity.   Clemmons and Kernersville, with their small footprints, 

cannot add additional public computers.   The Clemmons Branch currently must weed one item for every 

new item they receive, after having added all the shelving that can be added.  Kernersville is nearly this 

crowded in it's space for the collection, and has the additional handicap of having only a small meeting room, 

in the basement of the building, in which to provide programming. 

  The fact that interest rates for borrowing are extremely low might also prove to be beneficial.  In addition, 

construction costs have never been lower,  and we can take advantage of this fact to achieve the most for    

the taxpayers' money.  Land acquisition will also be a better bargain now than ever.  A side benefit for our 

citizens will be the opportunity to put architectural firms and construction companies to work, along with all 

the workers that they employ, providing an overall boost to the local economy.  Even the smaller projects-

repaving the parking lot at Southside, installing new alarm systems at Rural Hall and Walkertown, replacing 

the ceiling and windows at Malloy Jordan East Winston Heritage Center, and installing a new boiler at the 

Carver School Road Branch- will provide small boosts to the local economy as well as getting needed repairs 

done at a time when work can be done at the best value. 

  As Library Board Chair, I ask you to support the bond referendum in November so that Forsyth County can 

have the kind of libraries that our citizens deserve - libraries that reflect the vibrant community that Forsyth 

County is becoming and that will attract the type of businesses the County is seeking.
